
Dear Brothers and Sisters, 
 
Today is the Feast of the Epiphany; the manifestation of the Christ 
child to gentiles, meaning all people.  We hear the gospel story of 
“magi coming from afar bearing gifts for the newborn king”.  
They realize that the child, himself, is the gift.  They go out of 
their way in search of this surprising gift and “returned home by 
another route” to avoid Herod.  But this phrase also indicates they 
begin to follow another path after their encounter with the Lord, 
Jesus Christ.   
 

One message of Epiphany is that those who have an active, 

searching faith are always being surprised by God’s presence.  

This year go a little out of the way in search of Christ and the 

meaning of his gospel.  Make an effort to explore our faith and 

teachings of the Church.  

 

Watch the bulletin for these opportunities to develop an active, 

searching faith. 

1) Join a faith formation group.  Our Lectio scripture discussion 

groups meet on Sunday morning and Monday evenings.  This 

season we are studying Acts of the Apostles.  Our Men’s 

Fellowship group meets at 7am on the 1st and 3rd Saturdays 

and our Women’s Fellowship group meets at 7am on the 2nd 

and 4th Saturdays.  Our Young Family Group meets on the 

1st and 3rd Wednesday evenings. 

2) Make a retreat.  Our bulletin is always advertising various 

kinds of retreats.  In the fall of 2019 we will introduce the 

newly redeveloped Christ Renews His Parish / WEL-

COME retreat.  The Cursillo movement conducts two men’s 

and two women’s retreats every year (ask me about these).  

On March 8-9 Presentation Ministries of Cincinnati will be 

offering a Life in the Spirit Day here at St. Joseph.   

3) Use media to enrich your faith.  FORMED.org is a fantastic 

resource with all kinds of video and ebook options.  It has 

been called “Netflix for Catholics”.  St Joseph parishioners 

have a free subscription by using our parish code  6a27e3 to 

create and account.  Listen to Sacred Heart radio at 740am 

or 89.5fm.  Make use the Lighthouse media resources at the 

kiosk in the church vestibule.

4) Read.  The National Catholic Register is a great resource for 

issues current to the Catholic Church.  Read the book handed 

out at Christmas, “Signs of Life, 20 Catholic Customs and 

Their Biblical Roots.”  Read the syndicated articles in the 

MESSENGER.    

 

These are just the thoughts that come to mind while I watch Sun-

day football.  Any effort you make to become an intentional 

searcher for Christ will lead you to be surprised by his presence in 

unexpected ways and places and people.  That is my prayer for 

you in the new year.

SERVERS’  WEEKDAY SCHEDULE 

On this day we encounter the Magi coming from the East to wor-
ship the baby Jesus. Magi were originally part of the  
Median or Persian priestly class, and later this term came to be 
used more broadly to refer to people who had some sort of mystic 
abilities. From a distant land in the East, the Magi in today’s Gos-
pel reading see a great star in the sky, which in ancient times sig-
nified the birth of a great ruler. They follow the star in search of 
this new king in Israel, and their journey takes them to the town 
of Bethlehem.  
 

Matthew tells us that they prostrate themselves before the child 
Jesus. This is a significant detail in the story because these Magi 
were important men, probably serving in royal courts back in the 
East. And yet these foreigners bow down to worship a baby in 
Israel. The Church Fathers recognized that this scene shows how 
the child who came to be the king of Israel was also the king of 
the whole world.  
 

Another interesting detail from today’s reading is that the Magi 
bring the new king Jesus three gifts: gold, frankincense, and 
myrrh. The gold is a fitting gift for a king, and points to Jesus as 
the true king. Frankincense was a perfume used as incense in 
worship, and so it points to Christ’s divinity. Since myrrh was an 
expensive spice used in burial, this gift points to Christ’s mortali-
ty and tells us that this king one day will die.  
 

What can this mean for our lives? As we approach Jesus on this 
day of Epiphany—and on every day—we want to approach him 
in great reverence as our Lord and our King. Like the Magi we 
bow down before him as our king, we recognize his divinity and 
worship him, and we bring the gift of self-sacrifice, just as the 
Magi offered him myrrh.
