Ini the last Carpenter's Connection I explained how the gathering rites of Mass do just that — gather us into one
body of praise. By owr common gestures (gemyflecting toward the Blessed Sacrament before we lake our seat, stond-
ing, efc.}, making ourselves one voice in song and responding “AMEN" ro the Opening (Collect) Prayer we signify that
we are gathered into the one Body of Christ. Having confessed owr unity in Christ, we are ready to participate in the
Litirgy of the Word.

In speaking of the true presence of Jesus in the Mass, our emphasis is often placed on the Eucharistic signs of
consecrated bread amd wine. Bui, did vou know the Church teaches that Jesus Christ is also truly present in the proc-
lamation of the Word of God? The Geneval Instruction on the Roman Missal, the authority about how Mass is to be
celebrated, says,

“For in the readings, as explained by the homily, God speaks to his people, opening up to

them the mystery of redemption and salvation, and affering them spiritual nourishment;

and Christ kimself is present in the midst of the faithful through his word.” (ro. 53) | INSIDE THIS TSSUE

We say the Profession of Faith (Creed) together to recall what IS ALREADY accomplished in this mystery of
Christ. Pravers of the Faithfisl (Petitions)} follow the Creed and proclaim what IS NOT YET accomplished in Christ.
St. Paul calls this, “What is lacking in the sufferings of Christ. " (Col. 1) That is, what is still left for us to accomplish
as the Body of Christ in the world today and how we are challenged to bring the Good News to the world today.

Pepe John Paul I spoke about this when he said, “Christians will feel more obliged than ever not to neglect
their duties as citizens in this world  Theirs is the task of contributing with the light of the Gospel to the building of a
more human world, a world fully in harmony with God’s plan”

The Liturgy of the Word at Mass is meant to cause reflection on how God is at work through the Hely Spirit
today and engage the imagination about how He is calling each of us individually and all of us as a Church to be more
effective instruments of His love.

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|Reflections from Sister Reinette

On July 1, 2008 an era of history will be completed. On that date the Sisters of Notre Dame will
leave the convent at St. Joseph Parish.

For very many years the Sisters have been part of the Cold Spring area and St. Joseph School.
In fact since 1876 the Sisters of Notre Dame worked and resided at St. Joseph Orphanage, the present
site of the DAV,

Sometime after 1929 a school was built on the property at St. Joseph Church. It is the present
Kindergarten building. Tour Sisters traveled from the Orphanage to the school each day and taught
grades 1 — 8. Around 1950, quarters for the Sisters were provided in the school that had just recemly
been built. In the scheol building the Sisters had a dormitory where the present meeting room is lo-
cated and had a chapel, which is the present music room and a kitchen, which is the paper reom in the
basement, a dining room and family room which is the present art room. Of the present Sisters living at
St. Joseph now, Sisters Edna Jane and Sister Reinette lived in that convent in the school.

In 1965 the present convent was built and housed at that time, thirteen Sisters. The Sisters were
very happy in the new house and continued to teach in the school and do DRE work. In 2008 there are
four Sisters living in this large house. The house 1s too large for a few Sisters and with no presence in
the school it is time to leave. Our presence will no longer be in the school and so we say farewell o
wonderful seventy-eight yvears and are gratefill for the memories at St. Joseph Parish.

Q. 1 was just reading in the pa-
per about the burning of the
palms. Concerning St. Joseph
Church, do we burn the palms?
If so, are we supposed to bring
last year’s palms for this?

A. A1 St Joseph's, like any
Catholic Church, the Ashes for
Ash Wednesday are made by the
hurning of the palm fronds which
have been saved from the previous
year's Palm Sunday which are
blessed by the priest. The amount
of palms needed to produce the
ashes used at this vite are mini-
mal, therefore any palms that are
returned to the church that are not
used for Ash Wednesdoy are
burned and/or buried as pre-
scribed. The easiest thing to do
for all concerned would have each
household burn and/or bury the
Dbalms from the previous year on
their own.

To add why the ashes from the
previous yvear's Palm Sunday are
used is this: because Palm Sunday
was when the people rejoiced at
Jesus ' triumphal entrance to Jeru-
salem, they celebrated his arrival
by waving palm fronds, little real-
izing rhat he was coming to die for
their sins. By using palms from
Palm Sunday, it is a reminder that
we must not only rejoice of Jesus’
coming but also regref the fact
that our sins made it necessary for
him to die for us in order to save
us from hell.

As far as the ashes for 4sh
Wednesday are concerned, they
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are a symbol of mourning and
penance. They also remind us of
death and our mortality. They
are marked on our foreheads in
the sign of the cross as a symbol
of our belonging to Christ who
died on the cross for our sins.

PS This question was asked be-
Sfore Palm Sunday so it was
timely. It was the deacon’s pro-
crastination that delayed the time-
liness of the answer. To this |
plea, “Mea culpa™!
